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One teacher who I especially look up to is my AP
Physics B teacher, Mr. Michael Thomas. To begin with,
he did his job of teaching Physics very well. But the
part about him that I respect the most is that he was a
globally-minded person. Before he started teaching at
Carmel, he had served in the Peace Corps in Africa.
His experiences there gave him a different view of the
world, and he often talked with his students about how
much there is to see beyond the ordinary life that many
people want to live: high school, then college, then get
a good job, get married and settle down to work, raise
kids, and make money until retirement. He stressed the
importance of giving back to community, whether it’s a
local community or the community of the entire human
race. The year that I had Mr. Thomas was the last year
he taught at Carmel High School. After that, he moved
to Jordan in the Middle East to teach to children that
have fewer opportunities than we do here. And for that,
I truly respect him and hope to one day have as much of
an impact as he did.

I have a number of hobbies. The first is reading: I
love to read simply for the things you can learn. I read
a lot as a child, and I believe that it helped to expand
my vocabulary and my knowledge base, two things
that helped me greatly in middle and high school. I also
do a few sports here and there, which include tennis,
volleyball, track and field, and archery. Music is a very
large part of my life, and I’'m in Carmel High School’s
Symphony Orchestra.

As for advice for incoming freshmen and
underclassmen, I would say the most important thing to
remember is that everything counts, even your credits
from middle school. It’s very easy to overcommit to
extracurriculars and run out of time for other things.
Find what you like and what you are good at, and keep
everything else to a minimum. Your priority is being a
student. To juniors: many people say junior year is the
hardest year. First semester senior year is probably even
harder, and “senioritis” is a bad, bad thing. I wish people
didn’t encourage and broadcast it as much.

As for plans for the future, I am going to study
at the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign, in
Materials Science and Engineering. Where life will take
me after that, [ have yet to find out, but I do hope to one
day become a professor at a university, teaching physics
or engineering and conducting research into room-
temperature superconductors. That’s all.
